1. Apologies for Absence: Cllr Adair (holiday), Ann Johnston & Cumbria Police. 
2. Minutes of the meeting held on 11thJuly 2016 - had been circulated, were APPROVED by the meeting and to be signed by the Chair.
3. Announcements by the Chair – none.
4. Declaration of interest by members in respect of items on this agenda – none.
5.   Matters arising from the minutes of the meeting on 11th July 2016. 
      5.1 Draft licences for Playing Field users (5.1) – ongoing.
              5.2 Replacement of bollards on the Square (5.3) – ongoing.
              5.3 Storm Desmond (5.4) – wall near the pigeon hut now rebuilt to a high standard. Clerk to email
                    Cllr Stewart (for the Environment Agency) to ask when displaced stones will be removed from
                    the river as they increase the risk of flooding. Delay in restoring the river bank wall and footpath

                    will inevitably increase the cost to MPC of restoring the playing field wall as some of the walling
                    stones are being thrown into the river by children and others, cleared from the Junior pitch, are

                    becoming overgrown by vegetation.
              5.4 Cemetery Lane (5.5) – SLDC have on their list for September (Cllr Audland).
              5.5 Defibrillator insurance (5.7) – no progress.
              5.6 War memorial garden(5.8) – re-grouting imminent (Atkinsons), replacement memorial letter

                    imminent (Parkin & Jackson). Other sites for sponsored maintenance – walkway from Booths

                    car-park into village centre – in need of attention (planning approval conditions to be checked).
              5.7 Pony field at Ackenthwaite (5.10) – Milne Moser to be asked to put in place a new formal

                    written agreement as a matter of urgency (Clerk to action).
              5.8 Paradise Lane HGV signage (5.11) – signs now in place. Cllr Hurst thanked by members for

                    organising this.
              5.9 Playing Field (5.12) – equipment repairs in hand. Further repairs for a sum of £224 approved
                    on recommendation of Wicksteed. Cllr Lachmann thanked for re-painting the horse.
              5.10 Equipment store security (5.13) – work in hand to make and install lockable single steel bar

                      across the door (Black Sheep Iron Works).
      6.   Public Participation:  
6.1 Police Report – received and circulated before the meeting. Few local incidents. Some disappointment at continued lack of police presence at MPC meetings.
6.2 County Council – disappointment at reduced Stagecoach service for Arnside – Cllr Stewart to explore the possibility for re-introducing a separate shuttle service between Arnside and Milnthorpe to meet the need. Plans to introduce new (recycling) work at Sandside Quarry (in Beetham Parish) and the consequent increase in HGV movements had caused concern amongst local residents, maybe due to a misunderstanding of published forecasts. Local residents encouraged to monitor frequency of HGV traffic, particularly along Park Road. Clerk to circulate details of this planning application to all MPC members.  Cllr Stewart offered to invite Sandside Quarry management to send a representative to the next MPC meeting to provide more information and to answer members’ questions. MPC representation at quarry liaison meetings (already attended by representatives of Beetham PC) might be a possibility. The number of HGVs using the A6, particularly when diverted from the M6, and the resulting disruption through Milnthorpe centre was also a problem.
6.3 District Council -  SLDC’s machine cleaning of Milnthorpe pathways should take place
         before the next MPC meeting in September and would be scheduled regularly thereafter.  
         The poor visibility of lighting in the bollards in the Beetham Road central reservation was

         noted. Complaints arising from traffic noise in Park Road seemed generally to be limited

         to a few residents in the immediate area – suggested that residents observe and take note
         of vehicle movements.
6.4  MiPAD – the legal advice received regarding the wording of an information/disclaimer sign was accepted, subject to the deletion of references to the nearest telephone and first-aid kit – Clerk to advise MiPAD of new wording and request information on additional equipment and its proposed location (Cllr Capasso to liaise and produce updated layout). A site meeting with members to be arranged.
6.5  Matters raised by electors – signs indicating main-road crossing points suggested, but the need for CCC approval and lighting might make the idea financially prohibitive.

Cllr Bingham – ‘Milnthorpe’ sign, when approaching from Ackenthwaite, obscured by vegetation.
Cllr Lachmann – had received an unsigned letter re quarry traffic on traffic on Park Road. Suggested a need for more daffodils to fill display gaps in the Playing Field alongside Park Road.
              Cllr Capasso – the 30mph road sign on the A6 on entering the village from the south now cleared
              of obstruction but a similar sign at northern approach needs attention. Commented on traffic
              volumes generally in Park Road and along the A6.
              Cllr Hurst – some double yellow lines in Haverflatts Lane unnecessarily restricting parking and

              might have been better as single lines. Badly overgrown hedge along Dallam School boundary in

              Haverflatts Lane (a school responsibility) – Clerk to write to the school accordingly.
              Cllr Baverstock – the 2016 Ride Across Britain was due to bring some 650 cyclists into the village

              on 14 September.
13. Current PC business – nothing additional to report. Clerk to circulate latest list to all members.
14. Milnthorpe Economic Plan – progress expected in September.
15. Leasgill Quarry Fund grant application 2016/17 – suggested project agreed as being the replacement of outworn litter bins in and around The Square.
