2. Minutes of the meeting held on 14th September 2015 - had been circulated, were APPROVED by the meeting and signed as a correct record by Cllr Robson.
3. Announcements by the Chair – none.

Agreed –
                     that this constituted sufficient justification for MPC to purchase its own speed gun at a likely 
                    cost of around £1,500 less some expected donations. Clerk to implement.

Cllr Bingham

                    to follow up. Remove from future agendas.
              5.4 Community Transport Scheme (5.4) – Clerk to place publicity notices in MPC notice board

                    and McColls.
              5.5 Relocation of post-box (5.7) – relocation now complete. Clerk to write to thank Tim Farron for

                    his effective intervention.
              5.6 New road lining proposals (5.8) – now agreed by CCC Highways with deletion of Firs Road

                    proposal, but no provision for parking spaces outside TT Carpets as requested.
              5.7 Lighting on the Square (5.9) – Cllr Robson to ask Healthmartic to adjust timing of exterior

                    lighting on public toilets to switch off at 9.00pm instead of the present 11.00pm.
6.   Public Participation:  
6.1 Police Report – received and circulated before the meeting. 62 reported incidents in the wider Milnthorpe area in the month to 12 October, three of which in Milnthorpe village. A distraction theft on Booth’s car-park of particular concern.  
6.2 County Council (Cllr Stewart) – confirmed CCC’s agreement for its modified road lining proposals (to exclude Firs Road – see 5.6 above). Offered £1,000 to MPC for general tidying of village (footways, verges etc), but emphasised that this must be used for the intended purpose – MPC to determine locations and Atkinsons to be instructed. MPC asked to make a list of white road lining which needed to be refreshed. MPC to decide what road markings were needed in Church Street to assist residents and visitors in using highway parking spaces. Notice of imminent publication of a risk management plan for Arnside Fire and Rescue Services and the need for MPC to be aware of its implications for Milnthorpe.
6.3 District Council (Cllr Stewart) – new proposals for a Lyth Valley Internal Drainage Board to be considered by SLDC at its February 2016 meeting.
6.4 MiPAD – no report. The proposed Fitness Trail presentation now to be given at MPC’s November meeting. A MiPAD request that its forthcoming baby & children’s clothes and toy sale be covered by MPC’s existing insurance policy was accepted in principle, subject to agreement by MPC’s insurers on the basis of information they had requested and provided this could be arranged at no, or little, extra cost to MPC.

9. Market -.rents for September £783 – total for year 2015/16 to date £6,219 (2014/15 - £3,991).

10. To receive any reports from representatives on outside bodies – as Chair of MPC Cllr Robson had attended the opening of conference facilities at Dallam School (Heversham site) and of the John Handley War Memorial Pavilion at Tristram’s. Cllrs Adair, Baverstock and Robson had discussed with SLDC its proposals for an economic action plan to boost activity in Milnthorpe village centre. Cllrs Bingham and Dodds had attended a Leasgill Quarry Fund meeting at which a grant of £1,000 to MPC for 2015/16 had been offered (see 8.2 above). Noted that SLDC had available funds for supporting local sports fields and clubs.

11. Highways matters:
· Occasional, but repeated, parking at the lower end of Main Street, outside the new taxi business, adding to traffic congestion there.  
· Street lighting in Church Street less effective due to vegetation overgrowth. Cllr Robson to contact CCC to remedy. Also reduced lighting provision beyond Grisleymires Lane – MPC to support request for improvement.
12. Parish Matters (for information only):
- Cllr Bingham – more daffodil bulbs needed at several locations. Agreed – Clerk to order 2 bags

  (as last year), to be delivered to Cllr Robson. 

- Cllr Troughton – the derelict Houghton’s houses along the roadside in Park Road near the

  entrance to their business site were unsightly and dangerous, with loose wiring now in evidence.

  Clerk to write to Houghtons to this effect. Also ivy spreading over the Playing Field boundary wall

  was becoming a nuisance and possible danger to pedestrian passers-by.    

              - Cllr Dodds – action was now needed to plant the replacement tree in memory of Jimmy Baldwin
                at a suitable new location, as previously agreed – Atkinsons to be instructed..
              - Cllr Baverstock – this year’s Cycle Across Britain event had repeated the success of previous
